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1 Reason for Contribution

Through some discussions in last year, the group had a consensus that Contact Share delivery report should be mandated while Contact Sharing and during the Shenzhen Joint Meeting, PAG WG clarified Contact Share delivery report would be feasible and could be handled through the XDCP commands, but they needed the actual requirements form CAB SWG to get a better understanding of Contact Share delivery report.
And then, the group finally incorporated the new requirement related to that into CAB RD as follows

	CAB-SHR-006
	 The CAB Enabler SHALL allow a CAB User to request and receive a delivery receipt from the intended recipient for a Contact Share operation, based on service provider policy.  A Contact Share is determined to be successful when it is delivered to the intended recipient CAB Client or incorporated his AB.

In reality, PAG WG has decided to keep the delivery report as part of Forward Notification List document and is now performing the baseline for Contact Share delivery report as follows

- In section 5.3.1 Structure of [XDM List], 

The <forward-notification-list> element 

a) MAY include zero or more <request-notification-list> elements as described in section 5.3.7;

b) MAY include zero or more <delivery-notification-list> elements as described in section 5.3.7; and
- In section 6.2.6.2.4 of [OMA XDM Core]

- Editor’s note: Investigate the XDMS procedures for having extra XDCP commands to support Contact Share Delivery report is TBD
In order to accelerate the implement of Contact Share delivery report in XDM 2.1 release, it’s inevitable for the group to provide the actual requirement and its clarification for the PAG WG.
