al) The <former-workplace> element value type is “String”.

am) The <pref> parameter element is used to indicate that the corresponding instance of a property is preferred by the contact author.  Its value MUST be an integer between 1 and 100 that quantifies the level of preferredness.  Lower values correspond to a higher level of preferrredness, 1 being most preferred.
an) The <type> parameter element has multiple, different uses.  In general, it is a way of specifying class characteristics of the associated property.   The <work> and <home> values can be used wherever the <type> parameter is allowed, but only when the <kind> property is absent or its value is "individual".
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
