Change 1:  5.5  Contact Status Function
5.5    Contact Status Function
5.5.1   Determining CAB Contacts
CAB Server SHOULD retrieve CAB User List document of remote domains, e.g., by subscribing to changes of the document or by periodically reading it.
To determine whether a non-CAB Contact Entry has become a CAB User, the CAB Server
1. SHOULD retrieve the Contact Entry.
2. MAY determine possible domains of the Contact Entry, e.g., based on MSISDN if available.

3. MAY further filter possible domains using CAB User List documents of possible domains in Step 2.  The procedure to determine whether it is possible for a Contact to be in a domain is as follows:

A. SHALL calculate hash values of unique Contact information such as communication addresses, service aliases using the hash function and hash length specified by ‘hash-type’ and ‘hash-length’ attributes in the CAB User List document.
B. SHALL check whether any hash value calculated in step A is included in the CAB User List.  If it is included, the domain is determined as a possible domain and Steps 4 and 5 below SHOULD be performed for the domain.  If it is not included, the domain is determined not to be a possible domain and Steps 4 and 5 below SHOULD NOT be performed for the domain.
4. SHOULD send a Search request based on unique Contact information such as communication addresses, service aliases.  The Search request MAY include additional information such as name of the user and other communication addresses in the <already-known> child element of the <request> element, as specified subclause 5.2.1.12 “Search Capabilities” of [CAB XDMS TS].

5. If the Search request succeeds and returns the XUI of the Contact, the Contact is determined to be a CAB User.  If the Search request fails with a “404 Not Found” response, the Contact is determined to be a non-CAB User.  In case the Contact is determined to be a CAB User, the Contact Status of the Contact SHALL be updated as a CAB User.
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
