Change 2:  AB synchronization function
5.1 AB Synchronization function
The CAB Server SHALL support to

handle DS Operation with CAB clients for AB synchronization,

manage AB synchronization per CAB Client with its local subset subject to CAB User’s preferences, and

arbitrate confliction caused by input files from external ABs

with the network based AB repository.
Change 3:  Handle DS Operation
5.1.1 Handle DS Operation
The CAB Server SHALL use DS Server to establish sessions of DS Operation, using DS Protocol [OMA DS], with the DS Client at CAB client side over the CAB-1interface to fulfil AB synchronization.
The CAB Server SHALL use DS Server to exchange capabilities, as described in [OMA DS] sub-clause 5.3 “Capabilities Exchange”, with the DS Client at CAB Client side.

The CAB Server SHALL uses DS Server to alert, as described in [OMA DS PRO] section 12 “Server Alerted Sync”, the DS Client at CAB Client side to perform synchronization, when there is a change to the AB XDMS.
Change 4:  Manipulate AB data with AB XDMS
5.1.2 Manipulate AB data with AB XDMS
The CAB Server SHALL use Trusted XDMC to manage (e.g. retrieve, create, modify, delete) of changes in AB XDMS, as described in [OMA XDMS Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management”, after a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client.

The CAB server SHALL use Trusted XDMC to maintain awareness of changes in AB XDMS, as described in [OMA XDMS Core] sub-clause 6.1.2 “Subscribing to changes in the XML documents”.
Upon the CAB Server of a CAB User has received a notify for changing on a subscribed PCC, the CAB Server SHALL use Trusted XDMC to retrieve the subscribed PCC document, as described in [OMA XDMS Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management”; then the CAB Server SHALL use Trusted XDMC to create or update related Contact Entry document in the CAB User’s AB XDMS with the retrieved documents, as described in [OMA XDMS Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management”.

Note: When exist any customized contents on this Contact Entry, the creating or replacing will be done according to the preference of the CAB User.
Change 5:  Manage AB synchronization per CAB Client
5.1.3 Manage AB synchronization with CAB Client’s local subset

After awareness of a change in AB XDMS, the CAB Server SHALL use Trusted XDMC to retrieve, as described in [OMA XDMS Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management”, the CAB User’s Preferences Document and SHALL confirm the change in AB XDMS with the CAB User’s Preference on CAB Client’s local subset before alerting the DS Client at CAB Client side to perform synchronization.

Change 6:  AB synchronization confliction management
