Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.2.1.1
5.2 PCC
5.2.1 PCC Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure
The PCC document SHALL conform to the structure of the “cab-pcc” document described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.1.3.
The document SHALL include one root element <pcc>.

a) SHALL include one or more <display name> element, containing the display name of the contact.

1) a <parameters> element. It MAY contain:

a) <pref> element

b) <name-type> element, a list of common types for person names.

b) SHALL include one <name> element, containing the formatted and components of the name of the personal contact card.  It MAY contain:

1) a <given-name> element;

2) a <family-name> element;

3) a <middle-name> element;

4) a <name-suffix> element;

5) a <name-prefix> element;

6) a <generation identifier> element

7) a <degree> element;

8) a <preferred name> element;

9) a <phonetic-first-name> element, contain the phonetic information on the first name of the contact. 
10) a <phonetic-last-name> element, contain the phonetic information on the last name of the contact. 
c) MAY include an <address> element containing a postal address of the contact. It MAY contain:

1) a <location> element to indicate global positioning information that is specific to this address.  Its value is the same as that of the <location> element

2) a <time-zone> element to indicate the time zone information that is specific to this address. Its value is the same as that of the <time-zone> element

3) a <parameters> element. It MAY contain:

a) <pref> element

b) <type> element. 
4) a <country> element, corresponding to the country in which this address is located;

5) a <region> element, corresponding to the region (e.g. state, province…) in which this address is located;

6) a <locality> element, which represents the locality in which this address is located (e.g. village, city, town…);

7) a <area> element, which represents the subdivision of the locality in which this address is located (e.g. neighbourhood, suburb, district…);

8) a <pobox> element, which represent postal box office number.

9) a <street-name> element, which represents the name of the street in which this address is located;

10) a <street-number> element, which represents the house number in the street in which this address is located;

11) a <postal-code> element, which represents the code for postal delivery (e.g. ZIP code) for this address;

12) any other elements from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility.

d) MAY include one or more <label> element, containing the formatted text corresponding to the postal address of the contact.  It MAY contain:

1) a <parameters> element. It MAY contain:

a) <pref> element

b) <type> element.

Change 2:  Add the following text to section 5.2.1.7

5.2.1.2 Data Semantics
a) The <display name> element value type is “String”.
1) The <name type> element SHALL be used to indicate the type of person name, SHALL include one of the numeration value. The numeration values are: "Alias", "LegalName", "KnownAs", "MaidenName", "FormerName", "CommonUse", "NameAtBirth", "PreferredName", "OfficialName", "UnofficialName", "PetName".
