This CR attempts to remove the Editor’s notes by converting it into normative text.
Discussion Needed: Note that this CR only identifies the data necessary to be communicated between the CAB Servers across multiple domains, and does not particularly talk about how the data is communicated between multiple CAB Servers: The following methods are possible:
1) SIP MESSAGE
2) HTTP POST
3) XDM Forward
4) Defining a new Application Usage and sharing it with cross domain via Access Permissions
Also note that the ‘AB Add’ data may not be stored persistently since it is a one-time action that occurs when a CAB User adds another CAB User. 

Another possible option would be leave the communication between multiple CAB Servers out of scope for this release or make it implementation dependent.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adds section 9.2 for describing the AB Add data
9. CAB data for cross-domain exchange

The following data is used for exchange across multiple CAB domains.
1) CAB User list – CAB Users and associated data as defined in CAB User List Application Usage [CAB XDMS].
2) AB Add data – the data associated with the operation when a contact has been added to the CAB User’s AB.

9.1 CAB User list

A User is identified to be a CAB User when the following conditions are met:

1) An XUI is assigned to the User

2) An associated PCC document to the XUI is created. 

The appropriate data of all CAB Users SHALL be stored in the CAB User List Application Usage [CAB XDMS], subject to service provider’s policy. How to maintain the data (e.g. keeping the list up to date) in the CAB User List Application Usage is out of scope of this specification.

9.2 AB Add data
The ‘AB Add’ data SHALL be used to share between multiple domains to resolve the HLF-012 [CAB RD]. The AB data is generated at the CAB Server when a CAB User adds another CAB User to his/her AB. 
The following AB data structure SHALL be used for exchange across multiple domains. If the Added Contact is in the home domain, the resulting data SHALL NOT be shared with other domains.
AB Owner – is referred to the CAB User who is performing the Add operation

Added Contact – is referred to the contact that is added by the CAB User.

Change 2:  Informative flow to describe the exchange of ‘AB Add data’
C.7    CAB data exchange between multiple CAB domains
This section describes basic flows to illustrate exchange of the following CAB data between multiple CAB domains:

1) CAB User list
2) AB Add data

C.7.2 Exchange of AB Add data
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Step 1: A CAB User adds another CAB User to his/her address book locally at the CAB Client.

Step 2: The CAB Client synchronizes the local address book with the CAB Server (See sub clause C.6.1 for further information).

Step 3: Upon synchronization, the CAB Server (home domain) identifies that a CAB User has added another CAB User. If the added CAB User is in the same domain, it notifies the added CAB User in its domain (not shown the figure) and the steps below can be dis-regarded. If the added CAB User belongs to the remote domain, the CAB Server prepares the data as described in the data structure in sub clause 9.2 “AB Add data”

Step 4: The CAB Server (of the home domain) communicates the ‘AB Add data” to the CAB Server of the remote domain.

Step 5: Upon receiving the ‘AB Add data’, the CAB Server processes the data and notifies the added CAB User i.e. the CAB User in its domain that another CAB User has added him/her to their address book.
