6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.1 (CAB Server) side

5.1 AB Synchronization Function

The CAB Server SHALL use OMA DS Protocol [OMA DS] to synchronize or address book management of the CAB Client a local subset of address book information with the network based AB repository.  The CAB Server SHALL uses OMA DS Server to establish OMA DS sessions with the DS Client over the CAB-1interface using the DS Protocol [OMA DS]. 

The CAB Server SHALL support CAB addresses data format and vCard2.1, vCard 3.0, vCard 4.0 formats, as specified in [vCard2.1], [RFC 2425], [RFC 2426], [RFC 4770], [vCard 4.0] respectfully.

The CAB Server SHALL uses Trusted XDMC (see sub-clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC” to manage (e.g. retrieve, create, modify, delete) of changes in AB XDMS, after a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client.
The CAB server SHALL Trusted XDMC (see sub-clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC” to maintain awareness of changes in AB XDMS.
The CAB Server SHALL uses “sync alert” to alert the CAB Client to perform synchronization, when there is a change to the AB XDMS, as defined in [OMA DS].


Change 2:  Add the following text to section 6.4 (CAB Client) side
6.4
Address Book Management and Synchronization
The CAB Client SHALL use OMA DS Protocol [OMA DS] to synchronize or address book management a local subset of address book information with the network based AB repository.  The CAB Client MUST uses OMA DS Client to establish OMA DS sessions with the DS Server over the CAB-1interface using the DS Protocol [OMA DS]. 

The CAB Client SHALL support one of the following address book formats:

1) CAB address book data format

2) vCard 2.1, as specified in [vCard2.1]

CAB Client SHALL support “sync alert” as specified in [OMA DS].
