5.2 PCC
5.2.1 PCC Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure
The document SHALL include one root element <pcc >, which 

a) MAY include a <communication-addresses> element, containing a list of one or more <comm.-addr> elements representing the communication associated with the User. Each <comm.-addr> element MAY have:

1. a <label> attribute that provides the additional information on this communication address; and

2. an <extension> attribute that represents the PBX extensions.
The <common-addr> element SHALL support any of the following structure
1. sip URI as defined in [RFC3261];

2. tel URI as defined in [RFC3966];
3. im URI as defined in [RFC3860];
4. pres URI as defined in [RFC3859];
5. E.164 number; and
6. email address.
