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1 Reason for Change

This CR fulfils the CAB-HLF-013 requirement, (The CAB Enabler SHALL be able to notify a CAB User (e.g. User A) when one of his/her contacts becomes a CAB User (e.g. User B), based on CAB User preferences (Users A and B) and service provider policy.)
The CR proposes to make a search operation in the back end, and the search operation takes place

· whenever there is an initiative to enhance an address book (e.g., adding a new contact entry, adding new contact information about an existing entry), and/or

· based on pre-configured frequency (subject to an item in User Preference XDMS), and/or

· upon invoking by a user (subject to adding an item in Feature Handler app usage)

The search operation would make a global search (in all the PCC XDMSs) for the contact entry based on the known information (i.e. name, telephone, email, and/or social network user id, etc.). If the response has an XUI for a contact entry, the entry is a CAB User. The additional information in the search result about the contact entry can be incorporated in the address book, based on user preference.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.5 (CAB Server) side

5.5 Contact Status Function
After a successful synchronization between CAB Server and CAB Client, the Contact Status Function SHALL perform a Contact Search in PCC XDMSs to retrieve more contact information of the Contact Entry, depending on the user setting and/or service provider configuration.  Alternatively, the Contact Status Function SHOULD performs such Contact Search regularly based on configured time interval set by a user and/or service provider.

Upon receiving the search result, the Contact Status Function SHALL Notify the CAB Client if the status of any of the contact entry has changed (e.g., from non-CAB User to CAB User and vice versa).

The Contact Status Function SHOULD also directly updates the address book with the information, depending on the user setting, operator configuration.
