This CR is a proposed change to current HLF-013 requirement to align with the “Re-active” proposed solution and should be discussed together with 0059R01 contribution.

and the proposed using exchanging CAB User List XML documents with periodic matching process, it is a very expensive requirement to meet and the paid-off might be LOW; finding contacts in my AB is a CAB User (if it ever does) that I don’t really care about!
The goal of current HLF-013 requirement is to allow a CAB User to know a contact entry in her/his AB as a CAB User so that s/he could utilize CAB Enabler features to get more information (or automatic updates) of that contact (i.e. thru subscription). If a CAB User doesn’t care about following the changes to that contact, it doesn’t make sense to even identify that contact as a CAB User. 

Based on this understanding of requirement HLF-013, a change is proposed to better represent the goal of this requirement.
