6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the Contact Share flow – receiving side
C.4.2 Receiving Side 
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Step 1:
CAB AB XDMS receives the XDM Forward request across network.

Step 2:
CAB AB XDMS sends the response (200 OK) back toward the sender’s Contact Share Function.
Step 3: CAB AB XDMS checks the recipient’ preference on the received XDM Forward request from the XDM Preferences Document
Step 4: Depending on the preference, CAB AB XDMS fetches the corresponding document from AB XDMS in the originating domain and stores the received content.
Step 5: CAB AB XDMS notifies the AB changes to CAB Server using SIC-2 interface.
Step 6: CAB Server sends the response (200 OK) back to CAB AB XDMS.
Step 7: CAB Server initiates synchronization as described in [CAB TS] Appendix C.6.2.

Step 8: CAB AB XDMS updates the Forwarding Notification List document with “Accepted” status.
Step 9: List XDMS sends the response (200 OK) back to CAB AB XDMS 
Step 10: List XDMS notifies with URL of the forwarded document residing in the originating domain through SIC-1 interface
Step 11: CAB Client B sends the response (200 OK) back to List XDMS using SIC-1 interface.
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
