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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the text that describes the Client handling of the cases where conflict resolution by the user is set as the preference.
Conflict resolution Use Case description: 

Trigger:

Notification of a contact’s PCC update is received by CAB Server (Contact Subscription function), a conflict is detected with existing contact information in the CAB User’s AB. The CAB User Preference is set to manual resolution of the conflicts by the CAB User. 

Description:

1- CAB Server updates the Contact Status of the contact, marking the conflict needing a resolution. The AB is synch’ed with the CAB Client.

2- Whenever the CAB User is ready to resolve the pending conflicts, the CAB Client allows the CAB User to use the contact’s XUI (or PCC link stored as URL) to View the contact’s Published Contact Card. The CAB User chooses the elements to be updated, CAB Client locally updates the address book and turns off the ‘conflict’ flag. 
3- The CAB Client synchronizes the AB with the CAB Server.  
Step 1: addressed in other CRs.

Step 2: addressed in this CR.
Step 3: This is UI and existing CAB Client synchronization functions.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text for client behavior for conflict resolution.
6.4 Address book management and synchronization

6.4.1 Conflict resolution by CAB User

CAB Client identifies pending conflicts through detection of “conflict” value set in the <contact-status> element of a particular contact entry of the address book. 
Whenever the CAB User is willing to resolve the pending conflicts, he/she can use the contact’s XUI or PCC URL from the Contact Entry to retrieve the contact’s Published Contact Card.  The CAB Client SHALL use the PCC document retrieval operations, as described in sub-clause 6.2.1.

Once the CAB User has locally selected and confirmed the elements/attributes values to be updated into the address book Contact Entries, the CAB Client SHALL also update the <contact-status> to reset the pending conflict. Subject to synchronization settings, the CAB Client SHALL initiate the synchronization with the CAB Server.
