6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5
5.X Conflict Resolution
The following operations MAY lead to contact entry information conflict in CAB user’s Address Book:
· Conflict between the CAB Client and the CAB Server:
· Address Book Synchronization as described in sub clause 5.1: Changes on the same contact entry occurred from both CAB server side and the CAB client side
· Conflict in the CAB Server side:
· Contact Subscription as described in sub clause 5.2: Upon successful subscription toward other CAB user’s PCC, the other CAB user’s PCC update (via SIP NOTIFY) triggers information change to CAB user’s own address book contact entry
· Contact Share as described in sub clause 5.3: CAB User get shared contact entities from other CAB user which may include some conflict information with his/her own address book contact entry
· Import from Non-CAB AB System as described in sub clause 5.4.1: CAB User get contact entities as a result of importing data from Non-CAB AB System, while the imported contact entities include some conflict information with his/her own address book contact entry
· Contact Search and adding result as contact as described in sub clause 5.4.2: CAB User create contact entities from the result of External Directories searching, while the imported contact entities include some conflict information with his/her own address book contact entry
Conflict Resolution Policy is a user configurable argument that stored on the CAB XDMS as one of CAB User Preference. When Conflicts occur, the CAB Server SHALL base on CAB User’s Conflict Resolution Policy to make resolve decision: either automatically reject modification from one source or promote the CAB user to manually choose which information to keep.
Conflict Resolution Policy is defined in [CAB XDMS].
The criteria of judging conflict on contact entry is out of scope of CAB Enabler.
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
