5.2 PCC

5.2.1 PCC Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure
The PCC document SHALL conform to the structure of the “pcc” document described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.2.1.3

The <pcc> element:

a) SHALL include one or more <persona> element(s) and MAY include a ‘pref’ attribute.

1) SHALL include one <person-details> element(s), each containing one or more child elements.

i. SHALL include one <display-name> element, containing the display name and MAY include a ‘xml:lang’ attribute.

ii. SHALL include one <name> element, containing one or more child elements and MAY include a ‘xml:lang’ and/or ‘name-type’ attribute(s). 

1. a <title> element, indicating a title

2. a <given > element, indicating a given name

3. a <middle> element, indicating a middle name

4. a <family> element, indicating a family name

5. a <gen-id> element, indicating a generation of the name

6. a <degree> element, indicating a degree/licence

7. a <phonetic-given> element, indicating the phonetic spelling of the given name
8. a <phonetic-family> element, indicating the phonetic spelling of the family name
2) MAY include one or more <org-details> element(s), each containing one or more child elements.

i. MAY include one or more <display-name> element(s), containing the organization display name and MAY include ‘pref’ and/or ‘xml:lang’ attribute(s).

ii. MAY include one or more <org-name> element(s), containing one or more child elements and MAY include ‘pref’, ‘xml:lang’ and/or ‘org-name-type’ attribute(s).

1. a <entity> element, indicating a company or an organization name.

2. a <unit> element, indicating a subdivision of the organization entity.
iii. MAY include one or more <position> elements, indicating a position within the organization entity, and MAY include ‘pref’ attribute.
iv. MAY include one or more <role> elements, indicating a role within the organization entity, and MAY include ‘pref’ attribute.
v. MAY include one or more <address> elements containing a physical address.  For structure of <address>, see XXX

vi. MAY include a <media-list> element.  For  structure of <media-list>, see XXX

3) A <group > element
i. MAY include a <display-name> element, containing the display name and MAY include a ‘xml:lang’ attribute.

ii. MAY include a <group-name> element, and MAY include a ‘xml:lang’ attribute.

iii. MAY include zero or more <members> element(s), each containing one or more child elements

1.  a <member> element, identifying person related information.
iv. MAY include a <media-list> element.  For  structure of <media-list>, see XXX

Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.2.1.7

5.2.1.2 Data Semantics
a) The <display-name> element is of type “String”

b) The <title>, <given >, <middle >, <family >, <gen-id >, <degree>, <phonetic-given >, and <phonetic-family > element values are type “String”.
c) The <entity> and <unit > elements values are type “String”.
d) The <position> and <role > elements values are type “String”.
e) The <persona-relationship> element is of type “anyURI”
f) The ’name-type‘ attribute is used to indicate the type of name, and SHALL include one of the following enumerations: "Alias", "LegalName", "KnownAs", "MaidenName", "FormerName", "NameAtBirth” , or "OfficialName".

g) The ‘xml:lang’ attribute is of type defined in Section 2 The Language Tag [RFC 5646] , it is used to identify the written language of an element.
h) The ‘org-name-type’ attribute is used to indicate the type of organization name and SHALL include one of the following enumerations: "LegalName", "FormerName" or "OfficialName".
i) The <group-name> element is of type “String”

j) The <member> element value is of type “anyURI” and identifies a person type details
