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Summary: 

· Steps 1&2: CAB Client #2 successfully updates the CAB User's PCC document
· Steps 3&4: The CAB Client #1 attempts to update the CAB User's PCC document.  However, the ETag is not up-to-date and the write causes a validation constraint error.  CAB Client # 1 receives a conflict response containing information to help resolve the validation error. The response also contains an up-to-date ETag.  
· Steps 5&6: CAB Client #1 successfully updates the CAB User's PCC document

· Steps 7&8: CAB Client #2 receives a document change notification, sends an OK response, and updates its locally stored PCC document. 
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
