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1 Reason for Contribution

There is a high probability for the S-CAB user to have duplicated Contact Entries in the process to import contacts from external sources. It would be annoying user experience if the S-CAB user has to repeat the delete and create operation typing the new value into the existing contact information in order to combine them.

This contribution proposes to provide an S-CAB user with a combining operation considering the user experience.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add a requirement to the RD baseline regarding the Contact Subscription.
3 Detailed Proposal

The need of providing the combining mechanism can be justified by observing some of, so called, social address book applications in the market. In the process of obtaining contacts from external sources such as Gmail, Facebook, Twitter, etc, the duplication in contacts occurs very often. 
For instance, the contact information from the Gmail may only have a gmail address and the one from the Facebook may only have a username and Facebook identity, while the contact information stored in the local address book may have name and phone number. The S-CAB client is not able to recognize which one is duplicated with which one. So, the S-CAB enabler has to provide an S-CAB user with a way to combine them manually. 

Here the combining mechanism does mean a way of combining two or more contact records stored in the database into one record based on the combining rule provided by the service provider.

It is recommended to add the following requirement to the current RD baseline.
