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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes to modify a few requirements of the baseline in a way to complement the INP-007.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to modify the baseline requirements, CAB-SUBS-004 and CAB-SUBS-005, for clarification.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following is the detailed rationale of the change.

CAB-SUB-004

The original text seems wordy and duplicated.

CAB-SUB-005
The Published Contact Card is the result of applying a certain Contact View to the Personal Contact Card according to the RD baseline. Therefore if any change is made to the Contact View, it will affect to the corresponding Published Contact Card. From author’s understanding, the CAB-SUB-005 is about notification upon change to the Published Contact Card, while the CAB-SUB-004 is about notification upon change to the Contact View. As the two change will occur one after another, the subscribing user will get notified two times for a change to the Contact View, one for the Contact View and the other for the Published Contact Card. In the light of this, the two requirements seem duplicated.
