The CAB Client SHALL perform the following:

· Send and receive address book related contact information.
· Send and receive address book related contact information in vCard as a Legacy Format.
· Send and receive address book related contact information in Legacy Formats other than vCard based on user settings.
· Retrieve from the network contact information that was previously removed from the device.
· Manage PCC information.

· Receive CAB Contact Status information.

· Request import of non-CAB address book information.

· Contact Subscription interaction (e.g. requesting the subscription, inviting the subscription, reactive authorization).

· Contact Share interaction (e.g. requesting the Contact Share, resolution of received Contact Shared data, establishing the disposition rules).

· Search for available contact information.
· Request to include the search results into the AB Application Usage.
· Manage CAB User Preferences information.

· Manage CAB User Access Permissions information.
· Manage History Information.
· Manage XDM Preferences information.
· Receive CAB related notifications.

· Support authentication requests and responses.
The CAB Client SHALL use:

· XDM-3i to perform document management for AB, PCC, and CAB User Preferences Document; 
· XDM-3i to perform document management for Access Permissions, History Information, and XDM Preferences Document;
