· S-CAB Client has up-to-date ETags. 
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· Summary:
· Step 1: S-CAB Client forwards XDM Document Part of S-PCC to an external recipient
· Step 2: The S-PCC XDMS receives the request and updates the Forwarding Notification List
· Step 3: The List XDMS updates the Forwarding Notification List and sends a OK response

· Step 4: The S-PCC XDMS creates the XDM Resource to be forwarded in a temporary storage and does an XDCP Forward Remote request.
· Step 5: The S-CAB Server sends an OK response 
· Step 6: The S-PCC XDMS sends an OK response

· Step 7: The S-CAB Server (IWF) uses 3rd Party Interfaces to non CAB Systems and effects a delivery of the XDM document, after suitably transforming. This is out of the scope of S-CAB, however.  

· Step 8: The S-CAB Server sends a Forward Delivery Report request
· Step 9: The S-PCC XDMS sends an OK response
· Step 10:  The S-PCC XDMS updates the Forwarding Notification List entry created in Step 2 by changing the status attribute value to “delivered”.
· Step 11: The list XDMS sends OK response. 

· Step 12: The S-CAB user is notified about the delivery status because, by assumption, this S-CAB User has a subscription to document changes for the Forwarding Notification List document. 
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
