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1 Reason for Change

R01: revision according to discussion in Sorrento & feedback from R&A. The R01 had changed on the requirement description and supplied with background of proposed requirement.

This CR proposes to introduce the conception on index of network storage

Background: nowadays people usually has his/her own data resource spread on internet, such as files in his network storage, favorable media at website, program of TV channel, even tool entry of a cloud application, Such data resources may be updated or upgraded after a while, or commented by other users.
Anyway, all such resources will be stable in a period, and they should be organized with well index. PCC is a good place to hold such index of these resources, and the index may be able to be shared to contacts. Though the index can be expressed by <media-list> or <web-resource> elements defined by CAB v1.0 PCC, but it is hard to reflect the updating on these resources, and more it is hard to accompanied with feedbacks or comments from social network.
So this CR suggests to enhance current PCC.
It’s useful to include this feature in CAB V1.1.
