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1 Reason for Change

Action item CAB-2011-A022 was assigned in Sorrento "to research how the RD is supposed to capture previous version requirements"; this CR proposes a solution to address such action item.

The issues to be solved for the S-CAB RD are:

1- same requirements from CAB 1.0 RD apply to S-CAB 1.0 RD, as baseline;

2- all definitions from CAB 1.0 are inherited by S-CAB, but some are slightly changed within the S-CAB context (e.g. the Personal Contact Card (PCC) from CAB 1.0 becomes the Simplified Personal Contact Card (S-PCC) in S-CAB 1.0, with a meaning still under debate in CAB SWG);

3- due to interoperability requirements between S-CAB and CAB 1.0, all mention of CAB 1.0 has a dedicated, distinct meaning within the S-CAB.

For issue #1: as S-CAB is supposed to reuse CAB 1.0 requirements, this can be mentioned in the S-CAB RD without the need to rewrite the requirements in S-CAB RD; It is appropriate here to have a generic S-CAB HLF-001 requirement that states that all CAB 1.0 requirements are a generic baseline for S-CAB and they shall be fulfilled by S-CAB 1.0. 

For issue #2 & 3: to address the issue on definitions, a clarification on the definitions section of S-CAB RD (see text at the beginning of section 3.2 in the attached document); in this way requirements to CAB 1.0 are referred, but understood in the "S-CAB context"; in order to take into account that discussion is still ongoing on definitions, a temporary Editor's Note is added as a place holder in the sect 3.2.

Finally, new requirements for S-CAB (or requirements marked as Future in CAB 1.0 and applicable to S-CAB) are labelled with an S-CAB requirement number and with the S-CAB 1.0 release (see text at the beginning of Section 5).
