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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following action item 

CAB-2011-A014 : Gyubong to CR in the list of fields from SNs missing in PCC (ref UC #1 -INP47R01) (Ref UC#12)
Through INP 47R01, the following use cases for the new social network requirements was introduced ; 

UC #1. Enriching Contact : A user is being able to enrich his/her existing contacts with information retrieved from other social networks. 

UC #12. Getting Status Update Information from Social Networks : An RCS user can receive his/her friend's status update information from SN.  The status update information shown on EAB describes the activities of his/her friend in SN. Such status information can be classified as several types : Mood, blog, record, Short message, comment etc.

As the base of these hints, RFC 4287 The Atom Syndication Format (hereinafter “Atom”) specified an XML-based document format that describes list of related information known as “feeds”. Feeds are composed of a number of items, known as “entries”, each with an extensible set of attached metadata. The primary use case that Atom addresses is the syndication of Web content such as weblogs and nets headlines to Web sites as well as user activities within social sites. In case of user activities, Atom lacks the ability to express much of the activity-specific metadata in a machine-parseable format. 

Thus, Activity Streams(http://activitystrea.ms/) as known as Atom Activity Extensions an XML format designed to allow this additional activity metadata to be expressed within existing Atom entries and feeds. Currently, the specification of Activity Streams is used to present for activities and related user streams throughout the social networks. Such specification is also being indorsed by several popular Federated Social Network initiatives like Ostatus and OneSocialWeb.

For instance, As additional activities, the Activity Streams handles a bunch of actions : mark as favourite, start following, mark as liked, make friend, join, play, post, save, share, tag, update regarding article, audio, bookmark, comment, file etc.
Further, OMA Mobile Social Network WID 0244 is also recommended to endorse the Activity Streams specification for activity and stream representation.
As a result of these facts, the CAB SWG should have the new requirement to handle “activity” for the interaction with social network.
