Change 1:  Section 5.4.1.7
5.4.1.7 Data Semantics
The <feature-handler> element contains a list of one of more <cab-feature> elements in sequence, each representing an instance of a CAB feature request. 

……
The <import-non-cab> element SHALL indicate that the feature request type is scheduled import from a non-CAB address book system.

The <non-CAB-source> element indicates the source name (e.g. domain name/address) of the non-CAB address book system. The value SHALL be of type “String”. The possible values used for <non-CAB-source> SHOULD be implemented in an enumeration of values that are subject to service provider’s policy. In appendix F, there is a suggested method to make the possible values for the non-CAB address book systems
Change 2:  Appendix F
Appendix F Abbreviation method for name of non-CAB address book systems

For abbreviating the name of a non-CAB address book system, below rules are suggested to follow:

1) The final abbreviated name contain with no more than 8 characters
2) As it is if the name is with less than 8 characters 
3) Use 2 to 4 characters for each stressed syllable in the original name

4) Each beginning character of stressed syllables in upper
