Appendix A. Use Cases
(Informative)

The following uses cases provide a high view of some of the functionality that the S-CAB Enabler is intended to support.  The descriptions do not provide sufficient detail to fully capture the operational expectations, much less the alternative uses or various error conditions that might be experienced.

A.1 Device Updates from Changes to Network Contact Info

This use case covers the situation where updating of entries in the network-based address book storage is propagated to the other devices associated with the S-CAB User.

A.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The S-CAB User, using one of his devices, updates an entry in his address book.  As the data on his device and the information in the network are synchronized, this change is propagated and becomes the ‘current’ data in the network-based storage.  The change is now needed to be reflected on all devices associated with the S-CAB User.

For devices that are currently active, the change can be sent as part of its synchronization activity.  For devices that are not active, they will need to be updated when they become available.  Thus the network-based system must ‘remember’ which devices need the update, this is also considered part of the synchronization functionality.

A.1.2 Market Benefits

Users subscribing to S-CAB have their data synchronized with the network-based storage, freeing them from the task of updating each device individually.  This feature is also performed when the data is revised from other sources (e.g. from Contact Subscriptions to other user’s data) which permits the user to develop confidence that they have the latest data on whichever device they may be using.

A.2 Managing the Personal Contact Card

This use case presents the Personal Contact Card and what users would typically use it for.

A.2.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The S-CAB User has populated their Personal Contact Card with all of their relevant contact information.  Should that user subscribe to a new service (e.g. a new messaging service utilizing a new address) they would then edit their Personal Contact Card by using one of their devices and entering the appropriate edit mode.  They would add the new addressing information they received as part of their new service.  When they save this new data, it would be propagated to the network based storage system which would then update all of the S-CAB User’s devices associated with the S-CAB service.

Thus, if the S-CAB User were to subsequently review their Personal Contact Card data on one of their other devices, they would see that it had been updated and would show the information for the new service.  The view of the data in the Personal Contact Card would be complete and consistent whether or not a specific device could support any of the services described or not.

A.2.2 Market Benefits

Users subscribing to S-CAB would have a singular master set of data about themselves constituted in the Personal Contact Card which could be updated from any of their devices.  They can thus rely on the S-CAB system to provide the most up-to-date data to people interested in their contact information and need not worry about older versions sitting on their devices.

A.3 Publish/Subscription of Contact Information

This use case describes how Contact Views will be used to set the information that a S-CAB User publishes which impacts the users subscribing to the data.

A.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The S-CAB User can establish a set of Contact Views which permit them to have different subsets of information from their Personal Contact Card to be available to other users.  The Contact Views are stored by the network-based storage system which permits it to provide the correct attributes to be published to users retrieving data about the S-CAB User.

An attempt by another user to subscribe to the S-CAB User’s data may lead to the S-CAB User getting an alert which asks whether the requesting user is to be permitted to have access to their data, and if so, which view.  The S-CAB User may assign the requestor to a specific or default Contact View.  The S-CAB system will remember this assignment so that it can make sure the requesting user gets the correct data.

At some later point in time, a change to an attribute in the Personal Contact Card is made.  The S-CAB system will determine which Contact Views are affected and for all users subscribed to these Contact Views, they will, through the subscription process, get the updated data.

A.3.2 Market Benefits

S-CAB Users will be able to manage the data which other users get about them.  In addition, the S-CAB system will also provide a consistent approach to propagating changes to their data to the other users who have subscribed to the updates.  Users will be freed from manual update activities for those contacts that have subscribed to their information.

A.4 Sharing Contact Information

This use case covers the case where S-CAB Users share information about other contacts.

A.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A S-CAB User is able to send contact information about a third party to another S-CAB User.  The source S-CAB User is able to forward the contact information from their address book to the receiving S-CAB User who can store it in their contact information.

While the contact information is available to the receiving S-CAB User, the sharing operation does not itself establish any kind of subscription action from the actual contact or the source S-CAB User.  In addition, the data that may be provided may be out-of-date as it provides no specific data from the contact directly.

A.4.2 Market Benefits

The sharing operation permits S-CAB Users to forward information about other users to each other.  From this they can communicate using the information or seek a subscription in which case the data would be kept current.

A.5 Importation of Contact Information from other Systems

This use case presents the case where information from other address book sources can be imported into the S-CAB system.

A.5.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A S-CAB User also has contact information in non-S-CAB repositories.  They wish to get that data into their S-CAB system so they can get the benefits of multi-device updates.  They thus retrieve the data in a bulk format (e.g. data file or spreadsheet) which they then process to permit it to be read by their S-CAB service.  The S-CAB system reads the data and imports the set of contacts provided.

In cases where data in specific fields match data the S-CAB User already has in their S-CAB address book, the user is able to merge or delete elements to avoid multiple repetitive records in their S-CAB data.

A.5.2 Market Benefits

By importing the data from older address book storage systems, the S-CAB User is able to have all their contact information in their S-CAB system which may permit the user to drop the use of the older contact storage system.  In any case, the S-CAB User will have a unified set of data available for use by applications that can access their S-CAB contact information.
A.6 Communication History on user’s devices
This use case covers the case where S-CAB Users access and keep up-to-date all the Communication History from S-CAB User’s devices.

A.6.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A S-CAB User is able to keep the Communication History consistent on all his/her devices, subject to  the user preferences, and based on the communication occurred on his/her device. By keeping up-to-date all the communication history on the devices, a S-CAB User can retrieve the Communication History across multiple devices. 
A.6.2 Market Benefits

By keeping the Communication History consistent on S-CAB User’s devices, the S-CAB User is able to review his/her communication activity and allow flexible service development based on the enriched S-CAB Enabler.
A.7 Relationship among contacts

This use case covers the requirements which allow defining relationships among the S-CAB Users. By defining the relationship among the various contacts in ones address book a S-CAB User will be able to visualize and discover the social links among their contacts. They will further be able to initiate interactions depending on the relationships. Furthermore, the users will be able to discover new contacts. Three sub use-cases considered are described in the following sub-section.

A.7.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

a) Pre-approved case: All S-CAB Users belonging to an organization may be provided mobile devices with the relationship among the S-CAB Users defined as colleagues and relationship between the organization and the employees defined as employee-employer. 

b) Mutually approved case: A S-CAB User may add a contact as a friend or golf-buddy and request the corresponding contact to agree the relationship defined by the initiating S-CAB User.

c) View list of relationships: There should be provision for a S-CAB User to view the relationships he/she shares with all the contacts in his/her address book based on service provider policies. 

A.7.2 Market Benefits

S-CAB Users will be able to discover new contacts and discover the surrounding social graph, thus providing an enriched user experience. This can enhance the acceptance of the S-CAB Enabler and demand for wider service deployment. 

B.8    Common Connections

This use case describes the concept of Common Connections (also referred to as ‘shared contacts’) and how they can be identified within the CAB User’s Address Book.

B.8.1     ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Alice is a CAB User who has Bob as a contactin her address book. Alice and Bob have a shared context with Charlie e.g. Charlie is present in both Alice and Bob’s address books. The system therefore identifies Charlie to be a Common Connection and lists Charlie in the list of Common Connections in Alice’s Address Book under Bob’s contact entry. Similarly, Charlie would also appear in the list of Common Connections in Bob’s Address Book in Alice’s contact entry. 

In another scenario, if Charlie has established Contact Subscription with both Alice and Bob, Charlie can be identified as a Common Connection between Alice and Bob, and identified as such in both Alice and Bob’s address books, under their respective contact entries.

B.8.2    Market Benefits

CAB Users will be able to discover Common Connections with contacts in their Address Books that will allow CAB Users to build their social network and interact with new contacts with services offered by CAB (e.g. Contact Subscription, Contact Share), or other services offered by the Service Providers.
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
