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1 Reason for Change

R01 – online edits during March 29 CC, based on agreed option 3
While working on the AB XML example, we encountered an issue with the definition of <note> and <public-note> elements in the PCC.

Currently, we specify the <note> to be for CAB User’s private use which to me implies that the <note> element should not be propagated to the AB (i.e. when the Contact View is generated) and doesn’t make sense to be present in the AB as well.

On the other hand, the <public-note> is fine but when it is published to the AB of another user, calling it a “public note” can be mis-leading to the receiving CAB User e.g. what does it mean by “public”?

The proposal is the following:

1) Rename <note> to <private-note> so it is explicit that it is for private use of the CAB User. And we have two options on how to restrict its propagation to the AB. Option1 is to restrict the inclusion of <private-note> in the AB Contact Entry. Option2 is to extend the text we have in PCC Access Permissions (in section 5.2.1.11) that a Contact View should not include the <private-note> similar to “index” and “view-type” attributes.

2) Rename <public-note> to <note>. This is a two way field (i.e. CAB User can edit it and the receiving user can override it) similar to any other element in the PCC that is inherited by the AB.
3) Keep only one <note> element in the PCC schema, and the user decides through Access Permissions if he wants to share it or not with other users.
If the group agrees to this, there is a minor impact to the PCC XSD file (i.e. only a name change of the elements) and we need to update the examples in the Appendix, accordingly.

g) MAY include a <career-history> element, containing one or more <history-entry> elements that SHALL have an ‘index’ attribute.  Each <history-entry> element MAY have a ‘history-type’ that in description of a qualification, school, certification, occupation, license, etc:  
i. SHALL include a <history-description> element indicating a free-text description of the career history
i. MAY contain a <start-date> element that MAY have a ‘cal-type’ attribute.  This element describes the start of the history entry

i. SHALL include a <display-name> element, containing the display name of the organization
ii. MAY include an <entity> element, indicating the official company or an organization name.
iii. MAY include a <unit> element, indicating a subdivision of the organization entity.

iv. MAY include a <position> element, indicating a position within the organization entity.
v. MAY include a <role> element, indicating a role of the member within the organization entity
vi. MAY include a <url> element, indicating the URL representing the organization.
m) MAY include a <group-list> element describing the list of groups associated with this <person-details>. It SHALL include one or more <group-entry> elements that SHALL have an ‘index’ attribute, and MAY include a ‘pref’ attribute. Each <group-entry> element: 

i. SHALL include a <display-name> element, containing the display name of the group
ii. MAY include an <entity> element, indicating the official group name.
iii. MAY include a <url> element, indicating the URL representing the group.
