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1 Reason for Change

When ‘XDM-only’ CAB Client synchronizes a new locally created contact entry it MAY use XMD-3i interface to create the new entry at the CAB XDMS. This implies transmission of the <contact> entry that complies with the Address Book XSD, which requires a value for the ‘id’ attribute. However, at that point this new <contact> entry is only known to the client, so the server-generated value of the ‘id’ attribute is still inexistent.

The CR is proposing to amend the XDMS spec in order to allow the client to assign a temporary reserved dummy value for the ‘id’ attribute so that the synchronization can proceed without violating XML validation. The reserved value denotes that the server has still not had a chance to generate a token value for the ‘id’, and the CAB Server is expected to update the dummy value.
Background information

CAB Client can be either ‘XDM-only’ based or ‘XDM and DS’ based. An ‘XDM-only’ based Client “SHALL format the requests for CAB User’s AB document management as described in the [XDM Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management”…. It SHALL populate the AUID of the XCAP URI with “org.openmobilealliance.cab-address-book” application usage for the AB, as defined in [CAB 1.1 XDMS].”

CAB XDMS specifies that:
· “Each <contact> element SHALL have an ‘id’ attribute”
· “The value of the ‘id’ attribute of a <contact> element generated by the XDM Agent in the CAB Server”

· “The ‘id’ attribute of a <contact> element is a “token” …. It SHALL be generated by the CAB Server.”
Accordingly, the AddressBook XSD defines IdType and re-uses it in a few complex types:

By XML Schema rules, according to the above XSD the ‘id’ is mandatory.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Validation Constraints
5.1.1.6 Validation Constraints
…

The value of the ‘id’ attribute of a <contact> element generated by the XDM Agent in the CAB Server SHALL be unique within the AB Document. The AB Application Usage SHALL ensure the uniqueness of the ‘id’ attribute as defined in sub-clause 5.2.1.7 “Data Semantics”.  If this ‘id’ attribute value is not unique or does not conform to any local policy, the AB Application Usage SHALL respond with an error to the XDM Agent in the CAB Server as specified in [XDM Core] sub-clause 6.2.1 “Document Management”. 
However, when a new <contact> element is created at the Client, the ‘id’ value SHALL be temporarily assigned the reserved value “toBeAssigned”, which SHALL be updated later (after synchronization) by the XDM Agent in the CAB Server.
Change 2:  Data Semantics
5.1.1.7 Data Semantics
The ‘id’ attribute of a <contact> element is a “token” and unique across all <contact> elements within an <address-book>. It SHALL be generated by the CAB Server. However, when a new <contact> element is created at the Client, the ‘id’ value SHALL be temporarily assigned the reserved value “toBeAssigned”, which SHALL be updated later (after synchronization) by the CAB Server.
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
