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1 Overview

OMA COM-CAB SWG is working on the definition of Converged Address Book (CAB) Enabler to address the requirements of a Converged Address Book. The CAB Enabler addresses the following functionality:

· Management of Personal Contact Card (PCC) and definition of the associated data model, as OMA CAB Format

· Synchronisation of a network-based Address Book (AB) which contains Personal Contact Card information (Contact Views) of CAB User’s contacts

· Value-added features such as Contact Subscription, Contact Share, Contact Search (internal/external), and Interworking with non-CAB AB systems.

OMA CAB format was developed with contributions from various industry members ranging from operators, network vendors and terminal manufacturers, and is based on CAB requirements to address the needs of evolving address book formats and services with the goal of having a single format for interoperability reasons.  

OMA CAB format contains some contact fields which are not defined in any existing vCard version (including  2.1 or 3.0). Hence, there is a need to evolve the vCard format in order to address these contact fields defined in OMA CAB format.

Note that OMA CAB worked on mapping between vCard 2.1 and CAB Format for maximum interoperability between CAB Format and vCard 2.1.

· Making contact fields definition proposals for vCard evolution (e.g. 4.1 or 5.0) for IETF VCARDDAV’s consideration.

2 Proposal

OMA-COM-CAB SWG would like to suggest IETF VCARDDAV to consider contact fields defined in OMA CAB format in a further evolution of vCard (e.g. 4.1 or 5.0). 
OMA-COM-CAB SWG will be interested in collaborating  (e.g. via joint meetings or conf calls between IETF VCARDDAV and OMA COM-CAB SWG) with IETF VCARDDAV for this work and providing any guidance that IETF VCARDDAV may request.

OMA CAB SWG kindly requests the IETF VCARDDAV to:

· Consider contact fields defined in OMA CAB format in a further evolution of vCard (e.g. 4.1 or 5.0)

· Provide any feedback & recommendations towards OMA-COM-CAB SWG on the best way to ensure work collaboration between IETF VCARDDAV and OMA-COM-CAB SWG in order to address contact fields defined in OMA CAB format in further evolution of vCard (e.g. 4.1 or 5.0).
