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1 Reason for Change

Justification

R01: Updated after comments received in PAG CC meeting 9 Sept and e-mail discussion:
        - The new requirement is re-worded and split into two items. The new text takes into account that CBUS is
          unaware of the Group concept. 
        - The existing Editor’s Note is removed.
        - A requirement on CBUS Administration is added in subclause 6.2.3.
The following PoC requirement according to OMA-RD-PoC-V2_1-20080901 requires support in CBUS.

	FUNC-XDM-DG-014
	A PoC Group Administrator MAY create a Dynamic PoC Group based on rules without the PoC Group Administrator explicitly predefining a set of members. In this case the PoC Service Infrastructure will populate the PoC Group Members dynamically based on the rules specified subject to the prior consent of the evaluated and matched PoC User to become a member of a Dynamic PoC Group of this type

NOTE 1:
In the case of dynamic PoC Groups defined as above the scope of the search to populate the Dynamic PoC Group members is a matter of policy for the PoC Service Provider and may or may not be restricted. The actual implementation of this requirement is an architectural issue.
NOTE 2:
The requirement to populate the Dynamic PoC Group members dynamically for a PoC Group that is pre-defined without members is moved to CBUS V1.0.
	Post PoC V2.1


The above requirement has impact on CBUS Server and CBUS Client. In order to cover the move from PoC V2.1 RD a placeholder for the requirement is added to subclause 6.2.7 “Server/Client Interaction”. The purpose is to later break down the requirement into CBUS Server and CBUS Client. 
This requirement on CBUS should be visible in CBUS V1.0 RD in order to cover the move from PoC V2.1 RD. A note is also added to the new requirements in order to provide traceability to the move.

The proposal is to postpone this requirement to a later release than CBUS V1.0.

Summary of Change

The requirement for populating a dynamic PoC group based on an empty pre-defined Group is moved from PoC V2.1 RD to CBUS V1.0 RD.  
Scope of Change

Subclause 6.2.7 is affected.

Consequence if not accepted

A requirement item moved from PoC V2.1 RD is not visible in CBUS V1.0 RD.
