As it is now you can either interpret it as if info can consist of any of the three but in different requests or you can interpret it as you can use it in combination in the same request. The implementation will depend on interpretation. Proposal for new text: "The Evaluation Information SHALL be based on at least one of the following types, and a combination of the following types MAY be supported." Alternative text (new item x+3): "The Evaluation Information types listed above MAY be used in combination." Otherwise the current text will be interpreted as almost the same as item CBUS-RETR-001.

	CBUS Client
	A functional entity that resides on the User Equipment, or an application server, that supports the CBUS enabler.

	CBUS Server
	A functional entity that receives evaluation requests from multitude CBUS Clients and sends back corresponding evaluation results.

	Conditions Administrator
	A User who is authorised to create, modify, delete and retrieve pre-defined conditions.

	Evaluation Information
	The set of information relevant for the evaluation of CBUS conditions.

	Group
	A Group is a predefined set of Users together with its policies and attributes. A Group is identified by a SIP URI.

	Home Network

	Service Provider
