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1 Reason for Change

Justification

There is currently no information on the dependencies between the CBUS Enabler and other enablers in the AD. The INP OMA-PAG-CBUS-2008-0006-INP_CBUSV1.0_Basic_requirement_scope_of_CBUS_enabler.zip outlines different scenarios for application of CBUS architecture. This information can be re-used to describe a first draft of dependencies covering:

· Conditions Administration

· Retrieval of Evaluation Information

· Server/Client Interaction

The purpose of this CR is to add a first draft of dependencies for the CBUS enabler.
An Editor’s Note is included to indicate that this is not a complete description of dependencies for the enabler.

5.1.X Collaboration with Service Enablers
The CBUS Enabler provides a variety of services that can be invoked from service enablers. These enablers can assume one or more of the following roles:
· CBUS Client: requests condition based URIs selection from the CBUS Enabler; and,
· XDMC: manages conditions/rules for pre-defined Groups.
5.1.Y Collaboration with XDM Enabler
The CBUS Enabler retrieves Evaluation Information from the XDM Enabler. The XML documents stored in Shared Profile XDMS can be accessed using procedures defined in the XDM Enabler.
The CBUS Enabler has a co-located XDMC in order to interact with the Shared Profile XDMS, as specified in [XDM_AD].
5.1.Z Collaboration with Presence Enabler

The CBUS Enabler retrieves Evaluation Information from the Presence Enabler. The Evaluation Information can be accessed using procedures defined in the Presence Enabler.

5.1.AA The CBUS Enabler has a co-located Watcher in order to interact with the Presence Enabler, as specified in [PRS_AD].
