Justification

R01: Updated after comments in PAG WG F2F meeting in Osaka:
         - In figure “Presence Source” -> “Presence Server” (only for the box to the right in figure).
         - In figure “Presence Source”, “Watcher” and “Service specific Client” is removed from “UE” box.
         - In figure “Shared List XDMS” and “Shared policy XDMS” are removed.
There is currently no information on the architectural model of the CBUS Enabler in the AD. The INP OMA-PAG-CBUS-2008-0006-INP_CBUSV1.0_Basic_requirement_scope_of_CBUS_enabler.zip outlines different scenarios for application of CBUS architecture. This information can be re-used to build an architectural diagram for the enabler covering:

· Conditions Administration

· Retrieval of Evaluation Information

· Server/Client Interaction

The purpose of this CR is to add a first draft of the architectural diagram for the CBUS enabler. Also, PoC WG needs this type of information as it is waiting for input to CBUS usage in the PoC architecture for Dynamic PoC Groups.
Note. This diagram does not cover support for populating empty Shared Groups, as this is regarded as part of a future release of CBUS.

An Editor’s Note is added to indicate that this is not a complete diagram, e.g. retrieval of location-based information and charging information is not covered.
