Alternative 1 is based on minimum support in CBUS enabler:
In the simplest implementation of this requirement CBUS Server shall be able to reject a request for URIs selection if the requested information type is not understood or information from either of Presence, Location or XDM enablers cannot be retrieved because the information source is not deployed in a CBUS Home network. If rejected a SIP failure response should be returned indicating that there is no idea to repeat the same request and additional information should be given informing the requestor what information types are acceptable to the CBUS Server. This would fulfil the requirement and this is already covered in 5.3.1.1 “CBUS Server”. The Editor’s Note in 5.3.1.2 can be removed and the ADDR comment can be closed.

Alternative 2 is an additional optional feature to Alternative 1:
There are no requirements for it but a CBUS Client MAY support requesting the capabilities of the CBUS Server. 
The advantage of alt (2) is for example for an application server with a co-located CBUS Client that can act pro-actively and prevent unnecessary signalling to CBUS servers.

The preferred and proposed alternative is (2). However, the implementation of it is left to stage 3.

A bullet is added in 5.3.1.2 stating that CBUS Client can request for information types supported by the CBUS Server. The support is proposed to be optional in CBUS Client.
The Editor’s Note in 5.3.1.2 can be removed and the ADDR comment can be closed.

Summary of Change

The ADRR comments A088, A090 and A091 are solved and closed.  

Scope of Change

Subclause 5.3.1.2 is affected.

Consequence if not accepted

A number of ADRR comments remain open/unsolved.
