	A function whereby information related to a chargeable events is formatted, stored, and transferred, correlated, rated and charging accounts are adjusted accordingly in order to make it possible to determine usage for which the charged party may be billed. (Source: [OMADICT])

	Condition
	One of a set of expressions that must be matched in order for a URI to be selected. ( 

	Conditions Administrator
	A User who is authorised to create, modify, delete and retrieve pre-defined Conditions.

	Enabler
	A technology intended for use in the development, deployment or operation of a Service; defined in a specification, or group of specifications, published as a package by OMA. (Source: [OMADICT])

	Evaluation Information
	The set of information relevant for the evaluation of CBUS Conditions (e.g. presence information, location information).

	Reference URI
	An identifiable entity that is designated as a reference for comparing the corresponding Evaluation Information with all Candidate URIs during the evaluation.

	Remote Network
	Other network than User’s Home CBUS Network.

	Security
	The ability to prevent fraud as well as the protection of information availability, integrity and confidentiality. (Source: [OMADICT])

	Selected URI
	An identifiable entity that matches the Conditions and is an output URI from the CBUS Server.

	Service Provider
	A legal or administrative entity that provides a service to its clients or customers. Typically it is (but is not restricted to) a network operator.

	User
	An entity which uses services. Example: a person using a device as a portable telephone. (Source [OMADICT])

	User Address
	A User Address identifies a User. The User Address can be used by one User to request communication with other Users. If the SIP/IP Core is 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD realization, the User Address is a public user identity.

	User Equipment
	A hardware device that supports a CBUS Client e.g., a wireless phone.
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
