6.3 CBUS Client subscription to CBUS event package

The CBUS Client SHALL support subscription to the CBUS event package as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event] by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request in order to obtain a condition-based selection of URIs.
6.3.1 CBUS Client subscribing to a condition-based URIs selection for a list of URIs

When subscribing to the CBUS event package for a list of URIs, the CBUS Client:
· 1. SHALL generate a SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [IETF_CBUS_event];
· 2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the CBUS Server URI of the Home CBUS Network; 

· 3. SHALL include a MIME xxxx+xml body as specified in [RFC3265];
Editor’s Note:  “xxxx” in the MIME type xxxx+xml must be aligned with [IETF_CBUS_event] when the MIME type is being defined by [IETF_CBUS_event].
· 4. SHALL include in the body a list of Candidate URIs as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event];

· 5. SHALL include in the body a list of Conditions as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event];

· 6. MAY include in the body an Evaluation Parameter as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event]; and,

Editor’s Note:  It is expected that [IETF_CBUS_event] will define a default value for the Evalution mode. The default value is to be used if no Evaluation Parameter is being specified. If a default value will not be defined then the “MAY” in step 6 must be replaced with “SHALL”.
· 7. SHALL send the SIP SUBSCRIBE request towards the CBUS Server using a new SIP dialog, according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

The responses to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request SHALL be handled according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [IETF_CBUS_event], and according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

When needed the CBUS Client SHALL terminate the subscription and indicate that it terminated according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265].

The contents of the SIP NOTIFY request body is specified in subclause 7.2.2.2 "Generating a SIP Notify Request".

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the CBUS Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.


6.3.2 CBUS Client subscribing to a condition-based URIs selection for a Group

When subscribing to the CBUS event package for a Group, the CBUS Client:
· 1. SHALL generate a SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [IETF_CBUS_event];
· 2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the Group Identity; 

Editor’s Note:  Routing of the request to the CBUS Server must be ensured by mechanisms yet to be defined.
· 3. SHALL include a MIME xxxx+xml body as specified in [RFC3265];
Editor’s Note:  “xxxx” in the MIME type xxxx+xml must be aligned with [IETF_CBUS_event] when the MIME type is being defined by [IETF_CBUS_event].
· 4. MAY include in the body a list of Conditions as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event];

· 5. MAY include in the body an Evaluation Parameter as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event]; and,
