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1 Reason for Contribution

Now that the CPM RD is being finalised, a start is made on the CPM AD. This contribution proposes an initial architecture diagram, allowing for further discussions and analyses on how the CPM architecture should be shaped. The diagram is based on a number of the informational contributions made to the Shenzhen interim meeting.

Note: The submitters understand that still a lot of discussions on the architecture and the structure of the CPM framework have to be held. Therefore the proposed diagram, in some parts, provides a higher abstraction level than the final architecture diagram will have. We feel that the proposed diagram allows for these further discussions to take place.
