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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution summarizes the discussion on the renaming of CPM that took place during the RD pre-meeting in San Francisco based on document OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0030-INP_Renaming_CPM_to_CPC from Siemens. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The document recommends to rename the CPM work item to “Converged Multimedia Communication Service Framework” or abbreviated, “CMCS”.
3 Detailed Proposal

The discussion on document OMA-REQ-CPM-2007-0030-INP_Renaming_CPM_to_CPC resulmted in a clear consensus among the participants of the RD PreMeeting session that it would be beneficial for CPM to have a name that reflects more accurately the nature of its scope, although there was no consensus to adopt CPC (Converged IP Communications) as proposed by the author.
Among the several proposals voiced, “Converged Multimedia Communication Service Framework” or “CMCS” seemed to be the most popular.
This input contribution proposes to use “Converged Multimedia Communication Service Framework” or “CMCS” as a new name for CPM.
