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1 Reason for Change

The “Non-CPM Services” shown in the detailed architecture includes also SIP-based services such as PoC and SIMPLE IM. If interworking is needed with these services, the IWF should not connect directly to these services for the signalling or exchange of discrete messages, but rather via the SIP/IP core for proper routing. Referring for example to the client-server connections in SIMPLE IM, the IM-1 and IM-2 reference points via the SIP/IP core are used, while the direct connection between the client and the server (IM-7) is used only for session-based messaging.

It is also possible that no interworking is actually needed with these services. For instance, a SIP INVITE could very well go directly from the CPM capability centre to an IM server via the SIP/IP core, i.e. without the need to go through the IWF.
In either case above, a connection between the “SIP/IP core” and the “Non-CPM Services” is needed for proper communication between CPM and other SIP-based messaging services.
