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1 Reason for Change

It was agreed that the representation of the SIP/IP core in the high level figure for the CPM Architecture could be clarified depending on further work and discussion. This CR proposes to either 1) leave final corrections of the SIP/IP Core representation, as well as other corrections until the end of the discussions on the detailed architecture, or 2) add the SIP/IP Core between two more pairs of components in order to more closely reflect the final outcome of the detailed architecture work, as well as adding second lines for other interfaces such as media, XCAP, Parlay-X/Webservices along side the ones for SIP/IP Core.

Discuss and agree on alternative 1) or alternative 2). If alternative 1) is agreed, no changes are required to the AD. If alternative 2) is agreed, the proposed changes are provided.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Contribution OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0034-CR_AD_Not_Drawing_SIP_IP_Core_in_Architecture_Model.zip proposes to remove the SIP/IP Core from Figure 1, the high level CPM Architecture Model. This contribution proposes two alternatives to that:

1) Make no change at this time to Figure 1 and instead complete the work of defining each of the reference points and their corresponding protocols in the detailed view of the CPM architecture (Figure 2). Once that has been completed it will be the time to go back to the Figure 1 and make it more clearly visible where the SIP/IP Core is involved, and make any other corrections that are necessary.

2) Add the SIP/IP Core between 2 more pairs of components in Figure 1 since it is certainly a possibility for these. The following reasoning is used.
a. It makes sense to add the SIP/IP Core between the 3rd party applications and the CPM Capability Center, even though it might not be the only way that 3rd party applications have access to the CPM Capability Center. Other possibilities are an MM7-like interface or Parlay-X/Webservices.
b. The SIP/IP Core may very well be involved between the Converged Address Book and the CPM Client, thus it is added there, even though it may not be the only method used. 

While the SIP/IP Core may be used between the Supporting Enablers and the CPM Capability Center, it is not proposed to add it to Figure 1 since existing interfaces will instead be referenced.

As well as adding the SIP/IP Core in 2 places, separate lines are added for interfaces such as media or XCAP or Parlay-X/Webservices, which will not go through the SIP/IP Core.

If Alternative 1) is agreed, no changes are required to the AD.
If Alternative 2) is agreed, below are the proposed changes. (NOTE that a light blue colour is used to distinguish the new additions to the figure and should not be kept in the updated figure).
Change 1:  adding SIP/IP Core in 2 more places, adding second lines in 5 places for other interfaces (only required if Alternative 2) is agreed)
Figure 1 a high level representation of the CPM architecture model, depicting the CPM enabler components and their interactions with external entities.  
The CPM enabler consists of the following CPM components: 

· CPM Capability Center
· Message & Media Storage 
· Converged Address Book
· CPM User Preferences
· Interworking Function(s) (IWF)
· CPM client
Note 1: The SIP/IP Core is an important entity in the CPM architecture and is used between several components as shown in Figure 1. Showing the SIP/IP Core between two components does not limit communication between those components to be only via the SIP/IP Core. Other interfaces (e.g., media) may also be required. The SIP/IP Core may also be involved in communication between other components as well .
Note 2: The final SIP/IP Core presentation in Figure 1 will be adopted from the option occurring in conjunction with [OMA-CPM-2007-009-SIP_IP_Core_in_AD_diagram] and taking into account the results from the completion of the detailed view of the CPM architecture in Figure 2.
The CPM components interact and communicate both directly and indirectly with supporting enablers (e.g., Presence, XDM, DM, and CBCS) as shown in Figure 1 to provide a CPM service.
