5.3.2.2 XML Document Management Enabler 
XDM Enabler can assume the following roles:
· The common protocol, XML Configuration Access Protocol (XCAP) [XCAP], by which CPM enabler can store and manipulate their service-related data, stored in CPM network as XML documents. 
CPM Enabler interacts with XDM Enabler that manages XML Documents. XDM Enabler provides a variety of services that the following functions:

· Routes the incoming SIP messages and the XCAP requests between XDMSs and CPM enabler

· Manages CPM enabler with the XDMC and Maintains CPM enabler’s connection states

· Initializes and updates the configuration parameters necessary for the CPM enablers

· Manages XML documents, which are specific to the CPM enabler
· Performs a certain type of authorization of the CPM enabler’s service profile

· Provides aggregation of notifications of changes to multiple documents stored on the enabler specific XDMS
· Notifies subscribers of changes to the CPM enabler specific documents
