6 Detailed Change Proposal

XXX handle of simultaneous multiple Continuous Media
XXX.1 General
The CPM enabler must be capable of handling Simultaneous multiple Continuous Media.
The filter policy of Continuous Media may be set by CPM Client or service provider, and used by the CPM conversation Server to filter the Media to be sent to the CPM Client.
The filter policy SHALL be CPM User and CPM conversation specific, and include the relative User’s preference.

The filter policy configuration SHALL be stored in the Home CPM conversation Server and executed by CPM control function.
The CPM Client may also use multi-devices that registered with CPM System, to receive multiple Continuous Media simultaneously. 
There are two cases: CPM Conversations containing Continuous Media in parallel and more Continuous Media exchanging simultaneously in the same CPM Session.

XXX.2 Setting filter policy during CPM conversation
The setting filter policy MAY be made before the conversation. The CPM Client MAY change the filter policy of Continuous Media also during a CPM Session. In this case the CPM Client SHALL modify the filter policy in the CPM conversation Server.
The CPM conversation Server SHALL change the filter priority according to the CPM Client request, if not permanently pre-configured. 
XXX.3 Filter simultaneous Continuous Media
The CPM Client MAY participate in one CPM Session with multiple Continuous Media or more than one CPM Conversations containing Continuous Media in parallel.   If there are multiple Continuous Media simultaneously, the Home CPM conversation Server may filter the multiple Continuous Media according to the filter policy so that the CPM Client only receives a single Continuous Media.
If The CPM conversation Server was transferring the Continuous Media with lower priority, the Continuous Media towards the CPM conversation Server SHALL NOT be interrupted, even if the CPM conversation Server is receiving the Continuous Media with the high priority late. But the reminding message SHOULD be sent to the CPM Client.
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
