5.3.1.x User Preferences entity

The User Preferences entity interacts with CPM Conversation Server to provide it with a database for various CPM Users’ settings.

This entity SHALL store CPM User’s settings associated with the following:

· For CPM Conversation handling:

· Incoming messages handling mechanism

· Incoming message barring

· Incoming session barring

· Delivery mode (i.e. immediate mode vs deferred mode) when the recipient is available

· Message handling scheme below when the recipient is not available:

· Modification of a incoming CPM Message (e.g., content adaptation and content removal)

· Content screening

· Redirection of incoming messages

· Acceptance for delivery notification request and/or read report request
· For deferred messaging:

· Deferred message retrieval mechanism (i.e., Pull vs Push)

· An action to be taken by Deferred Messaging Function when deferred messages expired:

· It will be one of the following:

· Discard the CPM Message

· Store the CPM Message in the network-based storage
· Extend the expiry time of the CP Message

· For storing messages and media:

· Storing mechanism of CPM Messages, CPM Sessions, CPM Conversations and media in the Message and Media Storage:

· Synchronization of stored items between Message & Media Storage and local storage of devices 

· For multiple devices handling:

· A set of devices where to receive per each of the following:

· CPM Message and media

· CPM Session invitation

· Delivery notification and/or read report

· Synchronization of stored items and message state between CPM enabled devices owned by a CPM User

· For Converged Address Book:

· Synchronization of CAB data between address books owned by a CPM User

· Exposure of a CPM User’s Communication Capabilities to other Principals
