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1 Reason for Change

Action CPM-2007-A018 has been opened for updation of the “Media Objects” definition and other places in the AD where inconsistencies may have been introduced with regards to its usage.
The definition of Media Object currently reads:

	Media Object
	A piece of Discrete Media that can be referenced by a URL, or included directly in a CPM Message. 


And is being used within the AD in multiple instances, including:
· “The CPM Client SHALL be able to perform the following client side CPM service logic related functions … […] Attaching Media Objects or providing links to them” (5.3.1.1)

· “The Message & Media Storage Function manages Message and Media Objects stored at Message & Media Storage in the network.” (5.3.1.1.1)

· “The Message & Media Storage Function is responsible for the following data management functions… […] Using Message and Media Objects stored at the Message & Media Storage:

· Retrieving, storing and deleting […]

· Creating and uploading […]

· Creating and updating metadata […]

· moving and copying” (5.3.1.1.1)

· “•
Retrieving , Previewing or viewing Message  and Media objects from other CPM User’s Message& Media storage” (5.3.1.1.1)

In section 5.3.1.1.1, the term is used in conjunction with “Message” in the expression “Message and Media Objects”.

It seems that the mention of “Message” ” in the expression “Message and Media Objects” is superfluous in section 5.3.1.1.1 considering that it seems to give a special treatment to Message as compared to other type of Media Objects, especially in consideration of the OMA CPM RD requirements that largely show an equal treatment towards the following resources:

· Media (including Media that are part of a CPM Message)
· CPM Messages (including CPM Messages that are part of a CPM Session History)
· CPM Session Histories
· CPM Threads
And a largely similar treatment to folder resources (as the wording in section 5.3.1.4 of the AD shows).
The proposed definition aims at outlining that Media Objects are essentially resources of the Message & Media Storage component or of the CPM device’s local storage that are subject to inclusion or referencing in CPM Messages  as well as subject of management actions such as deletion, copying, and so forth.

	A resource of the Message & Media Storage that can be referenced by a URI or a resource of the local storage of the CPM device. A Media Object can typically be included or referenced in a CPM Message or be subject to resource management operations. 


Change 2:  5.3.1.1.1
The Message & Media Storage Function manages Media Objects stored at Message & Media Storage in the network. The Message & Media Storage Function is responsible for the following data management functions:

· Using Media Objects stored at the Message & Media Storage
· Retrieving, storing and deleting Media Objects

· Creating and uploading Media Objects to Message & Media Storage

· Creating and updating metadata of Media Objects, including access policy settings

· Creating (and deleting) folders and subfolders; 
· Moving Media Objects between folders;
· Copying Media Objects

· Renaming Media Objects
· Retrieving , Previewing or viewing Media Objects from another CPM User’s Message & Media storage based on received information and access right to that data
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
