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1 Reason for Change
In accordance with the architecture diagram, user data (discrete/continuous media) is always exchanged through the IWF between CPM side and non-CPM services even though those non-CPM services support media session and the use of MSRP and/or RTP. 
Considering the generality of MSRP and RTP, however, there can be another option, which is to send and receive user data ruling out the IWF from the media path between CPM side and non-CPM services only if MSRP and/or RTP are supported in the non-CPM side.

Thus, this CR proposes adding direct new media paths both between CPM client and non-CPM services and between CPM Conversation Server and non-CPM services.
