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1 Reason for Change

The intent of this contribution is to specify the CPM conversation history function AD according to the related requirements in CPM RD. 
Reasons:

(1) In CPM RD we have following conversation history requirements.

	The CPM Enabler SHALL enable an Authorized Principal (e.g. conference centre recording facility) to store the CPM Session History for his participation in a given CPM Session, and on request, subsequently provide this CPM Session History to another Authorized Principal (e.g. an Authorized Principal who joins the CPM Session halfway through).

The CPM Enabler SHALL enable an Authorized Principal (e.g. conference centre recording facility) to store the CPM Session History for his participation in a given CPM Session, and on request, subsequently provide this CPM Session History to another Authorized Principal (e.g. an Authorized Principal who joins the CPM Session halfway through). Here the authorized principal could be either CPM user or an authorized non-CPM user.

(2) The CPM enabler can manage the session issues on behalf of non-CPM user, as well as the conversation history functions. To CPM enabler, the history session of the non-CPM user should be a part of CPM session history.

	When interworking towards a Non-CPM Communication Service that does not support sessions or invitations, depending on user preferences and service provider policies, the CPM Enabler SHALL be able to:

· Accept a CPM Session Invitation on behalf of a non-CPM User
· Reject the CPM Session Invitation
· Convert a CPM Session Invitation towards an inviting message, and accept a response from the non-CPM User to the inviting message

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modification to the “CPM Conversation History Function” description.
5.2.1.1.1 CPM Conversation History Function

The handling of storage of CPM Conversations is initiated by the CPM Participating Function in order to record a CPM Conversation persistently on behalf of a CPM User or an authorized non-CPM user.
The CPM Conversation History Function SHALL:
· Store conversation history into the Message and Media Storage
· Store CPM Messages and Media
· Store CPM Sessions as CPM Session Histories
· Store CPM Conversations as CPM Threads
· Provide metadata associated with items to be stored to the Message and Media Storage, e.g. identifier linking CPM Messages to their enclosing thread.
· Policy enforcement according to the service capabilities/user preferences/service provider’s policies.
· Handle permissions for invoking the CPM Conversation History Function which will be based on service provider policies.

The capabilities of the CPM Conversation History Function are based on the IM Conversation History Function.
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
