R01 – London meeting comments applied
Q: SIP/IP core will not understand email 
· A: The idea is to allow usage of the native Non-CPM Communication Service addresses in CPM. The idea is NOT to support the Non-CPM Communication Service protocols. E.g. when IWF (CPM <-> Email) receives an e-mail from a sender ABC@XYZ targeted to the CPM User DEF, the IWF converts the mail to a CPM Message. When creating the CPM Message, the IWF needs to include in the CPM Message the sender's address (= mailto:ABC@XYZ). Similarly, CPM User can have in the handset an address book with a lot of non-CPM addresses (phone numbers, mail addresses, ...). In order to allow seamless communication with non-CPM users, the CPM User needs to be able to take non-CPM user address (e.g. the mail address) and send the CPM Message towards the address.
Q: non-CPM communication services not always use URI formats
· A: The Non-CPM Communication Services to be usable from the CPM Enabler are listed in the CPM-HLF-025 - SMS users, MMS users, IMPS users, SIMPLE IM users, POC users, Email users, PSTN/PLMN voice users, PSTN/PLMN video users. In CPM the addresses used by all those enablers can be mapped to a URI 
· - PSTN/PLMN voice users, PSTN/PLMN video users, SMS users, MMS users are identified by MSISDN E.164 number (mapped to TEL URI); 
· IMPS users are identified by WV URI; 
· SIMPLE IM users are identified by SIP URI; 
· PoC users are identified either by TEL URI or by SIP URI; 
· Email users are identified by e-mail address (mapped to mailto URI). 
Q: IWF should be the entity to do the address resolution

· A: This CR does not state who does the address resolution. The CR just allows usage of the native Non-CPM Communication Service addresses in CPM.
Q: addressing requirements for multiple devices needs to be considered.
· A: An editor's note added stating that other objects may need to be addressed.
the non-CPM address formats are now valid only when used inside CPM

· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966].
 5.1.3.2 non-CPM User 
A non-CPM User is identified in the CPM Enabler by a non-CPM User address. When the non-CPM User address is transported in the CPM Enabler, the non-CPM User address SHALL be in the URI format as specified in [RFC2396]. 

Examples of the possible formats are:
· a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261];
· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966];
· a WV URI as specified in [OMA-TS-IMPS_CSP]; and,
· a MAILTO URI as specified in [RFC2368].
 5.1.3.3 CPM Pre-defined Group 

A CPM Pre-defined Group is uniquely identified by a CPM Pre-defined Group address. The CPM Pre-defined Group address SHALL be in the format of a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261].
 5.1.3.4 non-CPM group 

A non-CPM group is uniquely identified in the CPM Enabler by a non-CPM group address. When the non-CPM Group address is transported in the CPM Enabler, the non-CPM group address SHALL be in the URI format as specified in [RFC2396].
