6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add interworking assumptions to CPM IWF Section
5.3 CPM Interworking

The Interworking Function provides inter-working capabilities between CPM Services and Non-CPM Communication Services.

. 
While there are no specific requirements for the originator to be authorized by the service provider for interworking it is required that the originator have a valid address in the Non-CPM Communication Service domain so that the originator will be able to receive replies from the recipient via that Non-CPM Communication Service through the Interworking function.  Thus the Interworking Function must be able to find a valid address for the originator before interworking can be authorized. 

If delivery towards the chosen domain fails with an error response, there is no requirement to attempt re-routing to another domain unless it has a valid recipient address for another domain. If there is no valid recipient address, the error response is routed back to the originator. 
5.3.1 CPM enabler sending non-CPM requests

This subsection describes routing of CPM Session Invitations and CPM Messages to a non-CPM destination.

NOTE:
transport level responses to a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message follow the reverse path of the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message.
No originator user preferences are involved in the interworking decision, either in whether to interwork, or in which domain to interwork towards.
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
