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1 Reason for Change

Following the discussion in Beijing meeting regarding the options proposed by contribution OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0037R01-INP_CAB_Reqs_inCPM_Phasing_issues, the agreement reached by the CPM group was to review the existing CPM RD CAB related requirements and replace with only requirements reflecting the way then CPM enabler uses CAB. The CAB enabler specific requirements that are already captured in the CAB RD are to be removed to eliminate duplication between the 2 RD documents.

This CR proposes the changes in the CPM RD on the CAB requirements, according to CPM group’s decision in Beijing.
