6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.3.1.2 CPM Interworking in the originating side

This section describes the interworking functionality when it happens in the originating CPM network.
5.3.1.2.1 Missing CPM support in the terminating network with SIP/IP Core

This section describes the interworking in the case where CPM system is not deployed in the terminating network. 
When the originating CPM Conversation Server receives an error response stating that a CPM Session Invitation or CPM Message failed due to no CPM enabler support in the terminating network, the originating CPM Conversation Server based on service provider policies either

· SHALL return the error response back to the originating CPM User; or
· SHALL forward the CPM Session Invitation or the CMP Message to the Interworking Selection Function. 
Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL select non-CPM communication service based on service provider policies and/or presence information. The Interworking Selection Function SHALL include in the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message the selected Non-CPM Communication Service indication and if available the address to be used for routing in the Non-CPM Communication Service. The Interworking Selection Function SHALL route the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Function via the SIP/IP Core. 
NOTE:  The interaction between the Interworking Selection Function and the Presence server can occur before or while the interworking selection takes place.
Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL do the mapping between the CPM address and the address of non-CPM communication service. The CPM Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to a non-CPM session invitation or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and route the non-CPM session invitation or the non-CPM message towards the recipient.
NOTE:
If the address for the recipient is not valid for the chosen Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Interworking Function does not attempt interworking and instead returns the error response back to the originating CPM User.
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
