Comment: For the Deferred Messaging Function, it states that it “SHALL provide temporary storage for messages and associated meta-data when recipient is not available.” Proposed Change: Due to the CPM multi-device environment and its wider scope compared to SIMPLE IM and PoC, the temporary storage of the deferred messages in the Conversation Server will not adequately meet the CPM requirements. It is proposed to use one single storage location, Message & Media Storage, for both categories of permanent and transient messages. A CR is being prepared.

The submitter of this comment also proposed a resolution of the comment in an accompanying change request in OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0234R01.
However, the proposal made in that document isn’t really clear, as the proposal is to let the deferred messages being stored in the Message & Media Storage Server, but it is unclear how the delivery of deferred messages is going to work. It is unclear whether it is proposed that the CPM Deferred Messaging Function merely uses the Message & Media Storage Server for storage of deferred messages, or whether it is intended that the Message & Media Storage Server takes over the full functionality of the CPM Deferred Messaging Function.
The submitters of this change request believe that the Message & Media Storage Server would not be the best option to store the temporary deferred messages in, as the Message & Media Storage and the deferred messages queue facilitate completely different use-cases, which may require completely different storage solutions. Especially, the submitter’s company has widespread experience in building high-performance messaging systems and has learned that mailbox-type storage does not provide the most optimal type of storage to build a high performing deferred messaging function. Also, mandating using the Message & Media Storage Server for the storage of deferred messages means that every single CPM deployment needs to include a Message & Media Storage Server, even when a service provider doesn’t want to offer network storage to its subscribers. This can increase the cost of a CPM solution considerately, as per-subscriber storage solutions usually don’t come cheap.
In addition to that the submitters of this change request believe that there is a need for a separate deferred messaging function (comparable to the store & forward queues that SMS and MMS have) to satisfy requirements to be able to send messages to recipients that are off-line. This is a clear distinction for network-based storage, which mainly satisfies requirements to be able to store messages in the network rather than the device.
However, the submitters of this change request recognize that mandating the deferred messages to be stored inside the CPM Deferred Messaging Function may be too restrictive, hence it is proposed to generalize the text on provide storage for deferred messages, so that the location on where to store the deferred messages becomes an implementation choice.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update Text.
5.3.1.3.5 CPM Deferred Messaging Function

The CPM Deferred Messaging Function is always associated with the recipient’s CPM Conversation Server. 

The CPM Deferred Messaging Function SHALL:

· Policy enforcement according to the service capabilities/user preferences/service provider’s policies.

· Temporarily store messages and associated meta-data when recipient is not available.

· Provide support for message delivery when recipient becomes available. Both push and pull methods are supported as follows:

· The push method directly delivers the message to all or a subset of the Devices bound to the recipient CPM User’s address(es).
· The pull method provides notifications with message information (e.g. message size, message sender’s address, message sending time) to all or a subset of the Devices bound to the recipient CPM User’s address(es), and then the recipient can retrieve the message when needed.
The capabilities of the CPM Deferred Messaging Function are based on the IM Deferred Messaging Function.
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
