Participating Function can send CPM Message either in (a) originating side (towards (a1) a Controlling Function, (a2) another Participating Function, (a3) Interworking Selection Function) or in (b) terminating network (towards (b1) CPM Clients, (b2) Interworking Selection Function).
In cases (a1), (a2), (a3), (b2) only single CPM Message is sent.

In case (b1) several CPM Messages can be sent, one per each registered CPM Client of the recipient.
The current AD already reflects this – the aggregation of the delivery notifications/read reports is moved to multi-device bullet.
